Step 3: After 5 minutes, place the sensor outside in a shaded
location. Maximum range is 300 feet (91 meters) open air.

Note: If the outdoor Temperature area shows dashes after 3
minutes, remove the batteries and start from step 1.

e For best WWVB reception orientate the clock with the front
of the back facing Ft. Collins, Colorado.

e Choose a location 6 feet or more from electronics such as
cordless phones, gaming systems, televisions, microwaves,
routers etc.

e Place within range of the outdoor sensor.
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e The maximum transmitting range in open air is 300 feet (91
meters). Obstacles such as walls, windows, stucco, concrete
and large metal objects can reduce the range.

POSITION OUTDOOR SENSOR

e Mount the outdoor sensor on a north-facing wall or in any
well shaded area. Under an eave or deck rail is preferred.

e The maximum transmitting range to the clock is over 300
feet (91 meters) in open air, not including walls.
